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1. INTRODUCTION

This report forms a part of the “Moorabool Shire Land Use and Development Strategy”
being undertaken by TBA Planners for the Shire of Moorabool. It has been prepared
following field trips undertaken in the Shire in November/December 1996 and consists of
four parts. The first is a schedule of sites and areas of cultural significance in the Shire,
focussing on the townships and prepared as a result of the field trips. The second is a
schedule of places of cultural significance in the Shire, based upon the Heritage Council
and National Estate registers and including places listed in the Shire Planning Scheme.
This schedule is exclusive of the places recorded as a consequence of the field survey. The

fourth part is an extract of the recently completed Conservation Study for the former Shire
of Bacchus Marsh.

The fifth and final section consists of recommendations to conserve the Shire’s heritage
assets.

Whilst travelling through the Shire, the author was struck by the diversity of the landscape
which ranges from state forests in the north to the cultivated lands closer to Ballarat and
windswept rolling plains in the south, falling to the Moorabool River Valley. Sections of
the Shire, especially in the north and south, are characterised by a sense of remoteness
whilst the landscapes formed by man’s occupation of the land for a variety of purposes

impart an awareness of character and cultural heritage that make a stranger’s visit
memorable.

The built environment which forms a key to these observations is addressed in this report.

2. SCHEDULE OF PLACES OF POTENTIAL CULTURAL VALUE

This schedule has been arranged alphabetically by locality. It was undertaken in those areas

of the Shire not covered in the recent Conservation Study, the routes taken on the field trip
being shown in the figure overleaf.

5 RECOMMENDATIONS FOR THE CONSERVATION OF
THE SHIRE’S HERITAGE ASSETS

This review has focussed attention on the most obvious components of the Shire’s heritage
to the west of the former Shire of Bacchus Marsh. It has omitted items of lesser cultural
value as well as those which were not observed on the field trips. It has revealed a broad
range of settlement types and sites which is continuing to undergo a process which can be
described as change but which in some instances is simply a case of decline towards a point
of extinction. The rebirth of settlements within the sphere of influence of Ballarat has not
always resulted in the prolongation of the life of significant places and the withdrawal of
Government services including schools, post offices and railway stations has diminished the
architectural diversity of many places. Nevertheless, there are some extraordinary survivors
and a small number of urban centres which in spite of the demolition of buildings retain
their historic cores - for the present. Some antagonism was encountered towards the notion
of conservation on the field trips but it is thought that these feelings arise partly from a fear
of the unknown on the part of residents, from misinformation and from the fact that “bad”

news seems to travel further and more quickly than “good” news when it comes to urban
conservation.

The following conservation policy is recommended for the Shire:

“The Shire of Moorabool Should continue to identify its culturally significant

places and expand the commitment of previous councils to their conservation
by acting primarily as a facilitator of sound conservation practices in the
community and by raising the level of awareness of the value of identified
places through a programme of community consultation”.

The following actions are recommended to give effect to this policy.

k Extend the Conservation Study for the former Shire of Bacchus Marsh to the whole
of the new Shire of Moorabool.
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Introduce planning scheme provisions to give effect to the Conservation Studies
findings.

3. Develop and implement a conservation management program for the Shire wherein
individual strategies are developed for the management of the cultural assets of each
community. These strategies would involve Council acting as a facilitator to attract
public funds to private conservation projects, to attract public funds for public
projects and to give professional advice to building workers seeking to maintain and

enhance their buildings. Establish priorities on the basis of cultural value and
urgency of work.

4. Create a sense of community ownership of heritage through promotion and
participation in each community’s endeavours to preserve the places which they
value. As a part of this process it is recommended that techniques be explored for

the establishment of continuing dialogue between communities and Council on
heritage matters.

5. Set goals which can be achieved within short time periods and review progress at
regular intervals.
