Single Dwelling, Outbuildings & Building Works in Rural Zones
	For all planning applications the following MUST be provided:

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	An Application form completed and signed

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	A full current copy of Title for the land, including the register search statement showing current ownership details, title plan and a full copy of any registered covenants, restrictions or section 173 agreements that apply to the land. (The copy of Title must be clearly legible and no more than 90 days old.)
Titles are available at www.land.vic.gov.au , select “Titles, Certificates and Crown Land Status “option and then follow the prompts.

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	The prescribed application fee


In addition, the following supporting information should be provided:
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	3 copies of a Site Plan, Building Floor Plan and Building Elevations in accordance with Council’s guidelines for Submission of Plans/Drawings

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Depth and area of any cut and fill requirements for the proposed buildings and works

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Details of any vegetation to be removed, destroyed or lopped – for more information about removal of vegetation, refer to Council’s checklist for Removal of vegetation

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	Number and type of animals to be kept on the land

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	For land in the Special Water Supply Catchment (ESO1) include:

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	A Land Capability Assessment (LCA) prepared by a qualified Geotechnical Consultant. Consult Council’s web site for a list of recognised Geotechnical Consultants or contact Council’s Planning Department

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	For land in a Bushfire Management Overlay (BMO) include:

	
	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	A Bushfire Management Statement (BMS) describing how the proposed development responds to the requirements in Clauses 44.06 and 52.47 of the Moorabool Planning Scheme. This must include a Bushfire Hazard Site Assessment and a Bushfire Hazard Landscape Assessment (refer to Clause 52.47). Consult Council’s web site for a list of recognised Bushfire Management Consultants if required or contact Council’s Planning Department

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	For a new dwelling in the Farming Zone (FZ) on a Lot of less than 40ha – refer to Council’s Rural Housing Policy 2014 and Council’s checklist for Use and Development of a Dwelling in the Farming Zone. Contact Council’s Planning Department for more information

	 FORMCHECKBOX 

	A written response to any relevant policies (i.e. zones, overlays, local policies) of the Moorabool Planning Scheme


Pre-application Meetings: 

Pre-application meetings are recommended as a part of the application process. Council officers can provide specific advice to applicants on whether the proposal is generally consistent with the Moorabool Planning Scheme.

Council officers will also aim to assist applicants to become fully aware of the expected standard and extent of documentation they are required to provide with their application to reduce or avoid the need for Council to request further information.
