Nurture is embedded in Attachment Theory and now incorporates
trauma-informed Practice and the latest in Neuroscience. Students with
social, emotional and mental health needs were identified by teachers
using a diagnostic survey tool.

The diagnostic tool — Boxall Profile was developed to provide targeted
interventions for students and to build the capacity of teachers.
Modemised online survey tool — the Developmental Portrait measures
social, emotional and cognitive needs.

Bacchus Marsh Community Bank branch of the Bendigo Bank is a major
supporter of the program. Eight local primary and secondary schools
invited to join. Sharon noted that Bacchus Marsh could be the first
“Nurture Town’ in Australia.

ABOUT THE COVER ARTWORK

The artwork on the cover of this document is Ba-gurrk Guliwan Malka (Men
and Women’s shield of Protection) by Dr Deanne Gilson.

Gilson is a proud Wadawurrung woman and a multimedia visual artist. Her
artwork aims to restore her cultural knowledge and identity by reclaiming
marks depicted on ancestral artefacts — like the wooden shield taken from a
scar tree —re-shaping them into new contemporary artworks. The black and
white diamond pattern is repeated over and over again. The grid repetition
maps boundaries of Country, spelt with a capital ‘C’ for its importance and
family interacting across Wadawurrung Country in a harmonious way. Including
Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal people coming together in unity.

The shield stands today in Gilson’s artwork as a symbol of protection, hope

and survival of First Nations people. It reminds us that we all need to keep
working together so that we get along for our future generations to heal and be
one. The shield is a metaphor for Reconciliation, black and white identity and
acceptance of all who walk on Wadawurrung Country past, present and future.

5.1 - West Moorabool Heritage Study (WMHS) amendment update — SK

SK provided an update - see slide 7~ Aware of tree that came down in storm — St Pauls Uniting Church -
have made minor changes to heritage citation to reflect this. Not proposing to reinspect all sites subject to
the amendment. Any further storm damage or changes to properties included in the amendment will be
noted by landowners in submissions at the exhibition phase.

5.2 — Main Street / Grant Street / Gisborne Road (Bacchus Marsh) intersection upgrade update — SK/AN

SK Provided and update - see slide 8 — works will be more extensive than initially thought, SK & AN have
provided feedback to Regional Roads Victoria (RRV) with regards to the trees that could be retained and
the extent of the tree removal and the necessity of it. SK has requested amended plans to understand the
changes proposed with regards to the footpath. AN advised RRV that they will need seek advice from
Heritage Victoria with regards to potential impacts to the heritage buildings.

BCG gave an overview of the draft strategy and how this can progress and support other strategies and
plans developed throughout the Shire. — the strategy is currently out for review and the closing date for
submissions is 26 June 2021, link to Council’s Have your say page provided at Link 2. MS — asked if there is
a plan to focus on the creation of an artistic space, BCG advised that this is addressed in the strategy.
BCG advised that there will be a cultural walk organised in Gordon as part of NATO week and that she will
provide information to the Committee once details are confirmed.

It was also noted that these finding will hopefully
initiate change at state government level to increase the funding provided and an increased focus from
that level.

MS asked if there is Heritage funding for maintenance and upgrade works to heritage buildings throughout
the Shire. — SK advised that there is no budget currently allocated for this however it will be noted to be
considered in future budgets.

Thank you for the citations relating to the sites in West Moorabool recommended for inclusion in the West
Moorabool Heritage Study. I have had a quick look through - there’s a lot of reading there!- and have to say
‘how impressed I am with the depth of research entailed. Brilliant! Congrats to all who took part in assembling
these citations.

As for the cottage and forge, the latest lockdown had a minor effect, as the book bam was able to continue
trading last Saturday observing the Covid lockdown rules. Business was brisk!

‘The cottage continues to be closed. We have engaged Wendy Jacobs to prepare a schedule of works to be
carried out in the cottage, which we expect to have soon. She will also apply for an exemption from Heritage
Victoria, if that is necessary.

‘With regard to the intersection upgrade, members of our committee met with MSC officers on site on 24 May to
discuss the proposed alterations to the interscction and the effect this would have on our very fragile buildings.
Increased vibrations from traffic passing dircctly alongside our fence line were identified as a problem. The
peppercomn tree and the bus stop will be removed, so that traffic will be that much closer. It was suggested that
foundation support would be provided and funded either by MSC or RRB. T look forward to hearing from
Annabel on this matter.
